1. Approval to adopt the agenda (Action)George moved to adopt agenda.  2nd Fred Holman
2. Introduction of Guests (Information) Dr. Mark Pingle, Dr. Julie Ellsworth, Tim Sweeney
3. Introduction of Prospective Board Members: Mark Pingle and Tim Lukas. (Information/Discussion/Action) Tim Lukas is a West Pointe Grad& Board member, managing partner of Holland Hart formerly Hale Lane.  Wants to join on board, 
Mark Pingle is part of an entrepreneur network.  Vice President of REMSA another potential member expressing an interest in Board participation. 
Motion:  George moved to add Tim Lukas and Mark Pingle to our Board of Directors, 2nd by Brad Lee. 
4. Report on the development of the School:  Ricci Rodriguez-Elkins (Information/Discussion/Action)
a. Charter School Update:  Charter Application Submitted Charter to the State of Nevada, request to clarify on some issues, and we responded.  The state has given us a conditional approval based on clarification seat time, silence program, and the submission is here today.  The question is when will we might know when the curriculum committee will decide.  They have responded about our block schedule and there is a 30 day response time.  That pushes us back on our presenting to the State Board, yet Anthony Riggario, Board President had said we can have a special meeting to accommodate our approval.  Procedure has us at a 30 day, or a special meeting. 
b. Facility Update:  Charlie wants the school in the building he is not willing to commit to the building until he can understand the costs.  We cannot estimate the cost at this point.  He can’t start anything until we have a charter.  If we get our charter in March, then we are looking at our opening of the actual school.  Property on 1175 Financial Way.  In addition to the layout similar to what we want, there are no houses next to it so we don’t need a site plan review.  Very close to the Intuit, I Can Do anything.  The furniture and the technology is state of the art.  Very similar to what we want for our IT room.  There will be some renovations but workable with minor modifications vs $800 to $1M for what Charlie was projecting.   Moana, corner of Yori and Moana.  Tons of parking, additional space for kids completely fenced.  Okay, for sale, but owner is considering a lease.  Let’s arrange for a site visit of the buildings on Wed the Jan 28th 4 pm.  
c. Grants Update:  Submitted the Alliance of Washoe County Medical Society would like to assist us.  Dr. Perry says a former donor of hers gave her a heads up on any additional monies they would like to contribute.  This has the potential of attracting other donors to our ETECHS community.
5. Presentation by Dr. Julie Ellsworth, Program Director regarding a possible partnership with the Nevada Biomedical Student Pipeline Program. (Information/Discussion/Action)
Excellent partnering opportunity and partner with ETECHS and potential opportunities of extending their grants with hight school.  There are satellite grants that INBRE can apply to for renovation for k-12 space.  NIH has finally realized reaching out to kids at the college freshman age is too late.  Seems like a complete fit.  Adding tracks as we mature.  What about scientist?  Maybe a Biomedical track is an option or one of our areas is a real fit. Funds may be potentially available in August of 2010.  

6. Discussion of payment for architectural services (Tim Sweeney) for conceptual drawings for Lakeside Building  (Information/Discussion/Action)
Tim has provided a design down process and a schedule of what will be desired and should be addressed.  The design down process with big pictures discussions and narrow it down on how you will get to the goals that you decide upon as a group.  Tim believes that it is necessary for us all to get on the same page, and determine how we operate and how the education lay out will happen.  Once we have a building we can minimize the weaknesses and accentuate the positive.  At one time we were going to accommodate the offer of completing the process, however due to the current financial environment he will have to have funds to do the design down process.  Design Down and work with the building/s to identify our needs so that we can move forward.  Let’s try to raise money for this opportunity specifically and not consider what our bank account has.  There are potentially funds out there after we get our Charter approved.
